police, “Leave me alone. I haven’t 
done anything.” Mr. B. Smith was 
sentenced to eighteen months and 
served less than six.  

My father was a Shriner, a Mason, 
and a 16 year Vet of the Military 
and well respected in the commu-
nity.  My brother was a talented 
young artist that would not hurt a 
fly. 

I cannot find a way to forgive these 
men.  They robbed me of the two 
most important people in my life.  

I would like to say to anyone who 
reads this letter: Drinking and driv-
ing doesn’t just take the lives of the 
people killed, but robs the survivors 
of precious years of happiness with 
the ones that are taken.   

The first time drinking and driving 
touched my life was two months 
before my eighth birthday, May 1, 
1968.  My father, Arthur Frederick 
Quin, was going westbound on 
Innisfil Bch Road, on his way to 
work for the midnight shift in Bar-
rie, ON.  A man named Harry 
Smith of Innisfil was traveling 
eastbound on Innisfil Bch Road at 
the same time.  Mr. Smith was on 
his way home from his retirement 
party at a large department store in 
Barrie.  It was determined later that 
he had been drinking heavily at the 
retirement party.  At about eleven 
pm, Mr. Smith’s car veered into my 
father’s lane and struck his car 
head on.  My father was killed 
instantly.  He was forty three.  Mr. 
Smith later died in hospital. 

Drinking and driving touched me 
again August 10, 1979.  My 
younger brother, Douglas Michael 
Quin, was walking westbound on 
Innisfil Bch Road about half a mile 
from where my father had been 
killed in 1968.  My brother and his 
two friends, were walking to a local 
burger joint after my brother fin-
ished work at a local gas station.  It 
was about 10:30 pm.  A man 
named Brian Smith (no relation 
that I know of) was traveling west-
bound and struck my brother and 
his friends.  My brother landed in 
the middle of the road and was 
found by my mother and stepfa-
ther.  Only one of the boys sur-
vived.  My brother was fifteen.  
When pulled from the driver’s seat, 
Mr. B. Smith (uninjured) said to the 

prison time that he or she so 
richly deserves.” She added, 
“Parliament must ask: Is the 
use of conditional sentencing 
appropriate where a life has 
been taken or a serious injury 
has occurred?”

On November 16, 2004, in the 
Senate of Canada Debates, 
Senator Marjory LeBreton 
spoke in support of MADD’s 
urge to the federal government 
to eliminate the use of condi-
tional sentences for violent im-
paired driving crimes.  
Senator LeBreton pointed out 
that 33 530 petitions had been 
taken to the Minister of Justice 
and Parliament that morning 
by Karen Dunham, President of 

MADD Canada and Andrew 
Murie, CEO of MADD to say to 
the Government, to the Minister 
of Justice and to Parliament to 
put a stop to the use of condi-
tional sentencing for offenders 
of violent crimes where a person 
has been killed or seriously in-
jured. Senator LeBreton pointed 
out, “It is a travesty that a per-
son who has killed or seriously 
injured another innocent victim 
is given the opportunity to avoid 

him,"  said Mary Sultana, Co-
President of MADD, Toronto 
Chapter.  "This holiday season 
and throughout the year, we 
continue to urge people to 
please make the right decision 
and don't drink and drive." 
We will also be participating in 
a R.I.D.E. in the Yonge-Eglinton 
area, where our office is lo-
cated, on December 30, 
2004. If you would like more 
info, please call 416-924-2666.

Drunk Driving Penalties Around the 
World 

On December 23, 2001 
Debbie was out shopping 
for last minute Christmas 
gifts. Loving mother and 
five-months pregnant with 
her second child, Debbie 
Dawe would never return  
home.  
This is a holiday wish from 
Debbie's mother: 
 
Christmas 2001 passed in a 
blur for myself and my fam-
ily.  Instead of opening 
Christmas presents from 
under the tree and gather-
ing around the family dinner 
table, our Christmas  
consisted of funeral prepa-

rations, shock, and tears. 
 
Christmas 2002 was just as 
traumatic.  Instead of gath-
ering around the family din-
ner table, we had travelled 
in freezing temperatures, 
through snow and wind and 
our family was gathered in a 
circle at a Parole Hearing in 
Manitoba.  
 
I want people to know how 
widespread a tragedy like 
this is.  Our family was not 
the only one to suffer Deb-
bie's loss and the loss of her 
unborn child.  The whole 
community was devastated 

Malaysia – The driver is jailed, and if married, the wife is jailed too. 

South Africa – A 10 year prison sentence + equivalent of a $10 000.00 fine. 

Russia – License revoked for life. 

England – One year suspension and a $250.00 fine and jail for one year. 

France – Three year loss of license, one year in jail and a $1000.00 fine. 

Bulgaria – A second conviction results in execution. 

El Salvador – Your first offence is your last – execution by firing squad. 
Australia—The names of the drivers are sent to the local newspapers, and are printed 

under the heading, “He’s Drunk and In Jail!” 

Turkey—Drunk Drivers are taken 20 miles outside of town, and are forced to walk back 
under escort. 

Poland—Jailed, Fined and Forced to attend political lectures. 

Finland and Sweden—Automatic jail for one year of hard labour. 

Norway—Three weeks in jail at hard labour, one year loss of license. Second offense 
within five years, license revoked for life.
